3 Step Plan

#1 – Spend Time With And 
Disciple Your Child

� Throw out Quality vs. Quantity
� Don’t Over Book on Activities
� Talk About Worldview Questions
� Explain Your Faith

#2 Understand Technology and 
Set Clear Loving Limits

� What Is OK
� Times It Is OK
� Clear Expected Behaviors

#3 Keep Your Child 
Accountable

� Use Technology to help
� Firewall
� Virus protection

� Filter

� Low Level
� OS software and browser settings

� Medium Level
� Settings from “premium services” such as 

AOL, MSN, Yahoo DSL

� High Level
� Purchased dedicated software
