Two Important Concepts In 
Understanding Cyber Trends 
For Children

Upside Down Internet

� Original – Top Down Content
� Difficult to program
� Expensive to host

� Now – Bottom Up Content
� Easy to produce web content
� Advertising and lower hard disc costs

Old Style Web Page
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New Style Web Page Understand – Online Advertising

� Pay for a “result” (purchase or form filled 
in)

� Pay for a “click”
� Pay for an “impression”

Injurious

� Cyber Bullying
� Intimidation
� Threats
� Spoofing
� Representing Yourself as Someone Else
� Sharing Embarrassing Photos

Injurious

� Sexually Explicit Communication
� Embarrassing or Inappropriate Speech

Inappropriate

� Inaccurate or Misleading Information
� Hurtful or Hate Sites

� Promiscuous, Embarrassing, Risky 
Behavior

Inappropriate
� Sensual or Pornographic

� Due to “pay per impression” and “pay per 
click” this is no longer “behind doors”

� Search engines can “front” sites – skateboard 
site sends you to pornography site

� Some sites allow advertisers to use sexually 
explicit advertising

� Cell Phone pictures and video
� iPod picture sharing, iPod Video
